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In tribute to the many talents and contributions of visionary, Sir Arthur C. Clarke (1917-2008); 

Captain Carl Fismer, famous treasure diver and President of Spanish Main Treasure Company 

will have a rare cluster of rupees recovered by Clarke from the Taj Mahal Treasure (the 

Treasure of the Great Basses Reef off the coast of Sri Lanka) on hand at the Beneath the Sea 

Show in Syracuse New Jersey.  

 

In addition to science fiction writer and visionary, Arthur C. Clarke was a diving pioneer and 

treasure hunter. He dove in the 1940'S with another diving pioneer, Jacques Cousteau. While 

working on an underwater movie in Ceylon (now Sri Lanka), Clarke accidentally discovered a 

treasure wreck. The coins, and artifacts recovered on this site have become known as "The Taj 

Mahal Treasure".   

 

Captain Fismer met and dove with Clarke in 1993. It was the first time Clarke had been diving in 

over 20 years.   A documentary was made about Sir Arthur and the Sunken Treasure. "Arthur C.
